Dumfries Cares

The Dumfries Cares program is running. Elementary slots are nearly filled. Staff is working to
fill Middle and High School slots.

Middle School Program-Monday’s 3:30-6:30pm, serving grades 6-8
Elementary School Program-Wednesday’s 3:45-6:45pm, serving grades 2-5
High School Program-Thursday’s 2:30-5:30pm, serving grades 9-12

Staff has completed preventive program training for the elementary and middle school students,
and will begin implementing the programs the first week of March, in the after school setting.

*It is important to note, that Dumfries Cares Staff work solely on the Dumfiies Cares Program.
The Director completes all other tasks completed by the Community Services Department, other
than Market Manger.

Farmers Market

The Town’s Farmers Market is set for a Grand Opening on Saturday, April 13, 2013! Our
Market is now partnered through the Virginia Department of Agriculture & Consumer Sciences
and featured on the Virginia Grown website!

The Dumfries-Triangle Rescue Squad has donated 7,000 candy and toy filled
eggs for the event, which will also feature face-painting, games and the Easter Bunny for all to
enjoy!

Multicultural Festival

The Multicultural Festival will be held on Saturday, May 4, 2013, in Garrison Park from 10am-
